St. John’s University 
Catholic Student Scholarship can help your students benefit from the St. John's 
experience. A limited number of scholarships which range from $1,000 to $2,500 annually 
will be awarded based on the applicant's academic criteria (including high school average 
and standardized tests), demonstrated financial need and the strength of an accompanying 
essay describing how their Catholic faith and, specifically, the teachings of St. Vincent de 
Paul influence their life. To be considered for this scholarship, students must be Roman 
Catholic, have at least a B average and combined SAT score of 1050 or more, submit a 
complete application for admission and the Catholic Student Scholarship along with all 
accompanying materials by February 1, 2010, and file the Free Application for Federal 
Student Aid (FASFA) no later than March 1, 2010. 
 
The Ozanam Scholars Program empowers a select group of students to realize their fullest 
potential as scholars, community activists and leaders who will make a real difference in 
the lives of those most in need - locally, nationally and, indeed, globally. The program is 
highly competitive. Open to only thirty students each year, it includes an annual 
scholarship of up to $10,000.  The application deadline is February 1, 2010. have a strong 
academic record and a demonstrable history of meaningful service. 
 
Women who plan on majoring in one of the sciences and who demonstrate financial need 
may also be eligible for a Women in Science scholarship. Recipients will be notified of this 
award in their financial aid award letter. Applicants must file the FAFSA as soon as it 
becomes available.
