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What is an annotated bibliography?


An annotated bibliography is an organized list of resources.  Each bibliographic citation is followed by a brief annotation that comments on the information provided in the resource.  The annotation includes information on the relevancy, accuracy, and quality of the source cited.





Annotated bibliography and the Big 6 Research Process


	After you have defined your task (task definition) and generated some important questions, keywords, and possible information sources for your research (information seeking strategies), it is time to locate, access and use the information in a variety of resources that address your information need, your defined task.

Use of Information:


Citation


Collect the necessary information for a bibliographic citation from the books, articles, or documents. Use NoodleTools to generate the correct form for your MLA style bibliographic citation.





Annotation


Write a brief annotation for the cited resource.  Annotations include all or part of the following:


description of the content (focus)


description of the usefulness of the resource


description of any limitations – grade level, timeliness, bias, etc.


description of the intended audience


evaluation of the reliability of the resource


description of the author’s background


description of any conclusions the author(s) may have made


description of your reaction to the resource
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
